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REPRESENTATIVE WEBSTER FILES AMENDMENT TO PROPOSED ACT ESTABLISHING EXPANDED GAMING IN THE COMMONWEALTH AIMED AT REDUCING STATE BUREAUCRACY

BOSTON - Representative Daniel Webster (R-Pembroke) has filed an amendment to the House bill “An Act Establishing Expanded Gaming in the Commonwealth” whereby the State Lottery Commission would be dissolved and its responsibilities would be transferred to the proposed Massachusetts Gaming Commission.

Representative Webster stated, “There is far too much duplication of effort in our state bureaucracy. This amendment represents a common sense approach to streamlining government by consolidating commissions whose functions are similar.”
The main thrust behind the amendment is to prevent duplicative expenses related to salary and administrative costs of commissions capable of performing the same functions. Representative Webster believes the newly proposed state Gambling Commission is necessary due to the oversight complexities associated with casino gambling and slot parlors. In his view, it makes more sense to include lottery administration within a commission that would be responsible for all gaming in Massachusetts.
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
